A condition of the grant is that
we use Public Works Advisory as our
project manager. Negotiations are un-

derway to determine the nature of that
relationship to the mutual benefit of all
parties and our community.

It will be some months though
before anything much will happen on site but,
rest assured, much will be happening behind
the scenes. We will keep you posted.

Vale Mina Watt (1925-2021)

Mina Watt (nee Mitch- [ =08
ell) was a great sup- :
porter of the School of
Arts (SOA) and its ongo-
ing role in our community.
Her passing marks the
end of an era in Na-
rooma’s collective history.

Mina was a SOA
committee member for about 20 years, join-
ing in 1995 when the Kinema was con-
demned and the community undertook to fix
the building. She was the third generation of
Mitchells on a SOA committee.

Achievements during her time on the
committee also included creating a second
cinema and disabled toilet, and the Hall Pro-
ject to conserve and enhance the Kinema
as a venue and destination and as a live
performance space. Mina was totally sup-
portive and excited about our efforts to build
the new Arts & Community Centre. She was
a big part of that journey.

Many on the committee benefited
from her quiet wisdom, her humour, her
style and always her encouragement.
