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and old, and it will enrich our wider community 
well into the future,” Jenni said.  

 “Its uses are only limited by everyone’s 
imagination. What’s so fantastic is it’s a com-
munity initiative to meet long term needs identi-
fied by our community and has been extensive-
ly thought through for more than 10 years.  

 “At this stage, it’s really important to 
acknowledge the many people who have 
worked so hard towards this vision over the 
years, including our architect CK Architecture.” 

 She said the NACC will: 

  enhance the School of Arts precinct 
which includes the Kinema, creating an 
inspiring cultural and community hub.  

 support the community’s ongoing social 
recovery  

 stimulate economic growth, 
particularly through job creation and 
cultural tourism 

 strengthen the community’s 
ability to cope with future disasters 
and challenges  

 provide a backup evacuation 
centre during natural disasters. 

 Narooma School of Arts 
owns land and buildings valued at 
$3m on behalf of the community, 
and manages and enhances them 
on the community’s behalf for the 
Arts in its broadest sense. These 
buildings are the Kinema, Gallery 
and Studios.
